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South Peabody Trail links approximately 300 acres of South Peabody’s city-owned open space
properties. The connected open spaces help enable wildlife movement and support ecosystem
processes. Walking along the trail, you can observe some of the flora and fauna who live here or
use this area as a resting stop on their migratory route.
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
